Application Rates and Timings

Uniformly apply Sharpen at 1.0 to 2.0 fl ozs/A as a
broadcast spray over the top of field corn that have
reached physiological maturity or according to
Extension Service recommendations in the use area.
Allow up to 10 days for optimum desiccation effect
depending on environmental conditions.

Thorough spray coverage and methylated seed oll
(MSO) plus ammonium-based adjuvant system
(refer to Additives section on the product container
label for details) are required for optimum desiccation
activity and weed control.

Make ground application at a minimum spray volume of
10 gallons per acre, or aerial application at a minimum
spray volume of 5 gallons per acre.

Sharpen may be applied in a single application or
sequential applications.
