DIRECTIONS FOR USE
FLOWERS, ROSES, SHRUBS, 

TREES and VEGETABLES 
FOLIAGE APPLICATION: Mix 1 tablespoonful per 
gallon of water.  Apply to give thorough coverage of 
upper and lower surfaces of foliage. Spray an amount 
sufficient to cause runoff of spray.
SOIL APPLICATION: Mix 2 tablespoonfuls per gallon 
of water and apply over 100 sq. ft. For flower beds and 
vegetable gardens, treat the bed area. For shrubs and 
trees, treat the root area. This area usually extends out 
as far as the foliage.
LAWNS: Use 8 - 16 fl. oz. per 1,000 sq. ft. 
(2-3 tablespoonful per 100 sq. ft.)  Apply in a sufficient 
volume of water to thoroughly wet the foliage and run-
off in the root zone. Hose attached sprayers provide a 
convenient method to treat lawns.  
NOTE:  Deficiency symptoms in many plants are an 
indication of improper pH.  Soil pH should be checked 
and adjusted if necessary.

FIRST AID
IF SWALLOWED:  Drink 2 glasses of water or 
milk and seek medical attention.
